For children who have delayed immunizations, please refer to the 2010 CDC “Catch-up Immunization Schedule” to determine adequately immunizing doses.  All 
minimum intervals and ages for each vaccination as specified per 2010 CDC guidelines must be met for a dose to be valid.  A copy of these guidelines can be found at

***The 4th dose of polio vaccine must be administered on or after child’s fourth birthday.  This applies only to kindergarten for 2010-2011. 

~ Two dose alternative adolescent schedule (Recombivax HB given at age 11-15 years x 2 doses) is acceptable if properly documented.
